• Downtown Partnership led a grass-roots plan update 
starting in 2005 called “Imagine Downtown”

• Educational Workshops, Visioning Sessions, Benchmark 
Analyses

• 5 Themes - Residential is key, Increased Density creates 
more energy & financial viability, revitalization is not linear,  
character develops street by street, market alone will not 
drive development

• Followed with 23 specific goals - mostly physical in nature

• 20 Strategic Focus Areas - including a FBC
